Teaching of Relationships and Sex Education  
 
As part of the review of all aspects of our curriculum, we are carefully considering our current policy for the teaching of Relationships and Sex Education. You can view our agreed policy on our website: www.bakewellinfantschool.com/relationship-sex-education/ 
 
Relationships education is part of our planned curriculum and our current draft policy broadly identifies what our children are taught. This is a statutory requirement for all primary schools. 
 
However, the staff and I would like to further consult with parents specifically about the school’s agreed and considered approach to sex education. It is up to each school to determine whether it teaches sex education (as sex education is non-statutory within primary schools). Each school is advised to consult with parents about this area.  
 
 As an infant school we are not proposing to teach pupils anything other than: 
 
1. Correct terminology for body parts – see attached copy of planning overview 
2. Some parts of the body are private. 
 
*Please note the overview of precise content for each year group is attached below. 
 
Bakewell has a draft policy, and this outlines the curriculum content for sex education in our school. However, this information is grouped into several phases and year groups and would like to clarify precisely what is taught in every year group, from Early Years through to Year 2.
