Key learning this half term:
This term our topic is Space. We are looking forward to our trip to the Space Centre and discovering all about how humans travel to space!
In Year 1 phonics we will continue to use Little Wandle to ensure our children can read fluently and with prosody and understanding. This term we will continue learning phase 5 sounds. Your child will receive their new Little Wandle reading book on Thursday or Friday. Please encourage your child to read at home with you - if they do this 3 times per week, they will receive dojo points! In Year 2 spelling we will be revising our bridge to spelling unit to prepare us to use phonics to spell new words.
In Writing we will be continuing to practice writing accurate sentences, applying our learning to writing instructions and non-fiction reports.
In Maths, Year 1s will be learning how to measure height and length, and consolidating adding and subtracting within 20. Year 2s will be learning how to measure mass and temperature, read pictograms and consolidate the multiplying and dividing by 2,5, and 10.
