SCHOOL UNIFORM – from September 2026 
 
 

From September, Bakewell CofE Infants Uniform will be Royal Blue.   
This is the same colour as the Junior School, a decision that Governors felt 
would help make the schools more united and keep the costs down. This 
colour is widely available at all supermarkets and so jumpers, cardigans 
and t-shirts without the school logo will be readily available. 
 
Logo’d uniform will be available from School Trends shortly, once we have 
approved the design proof for our logo on royal blue. 
 
Our PTFA have agreed to buy a jumper or cardigan for every child currently 
at school and a book bag for all the new Reception children. Mrs Foulkes 
will be asking you for your preference and size requirements. 
 
There will of course be a time where you may not have purchased the 
uniform, so we can look to phase this in from September with the full 
change taking place over the Autumn Term. 
 
Second-hand unbadged uniform is available through school whilst supplies 
last.
